DemMo: JAMES POWER: HORSES

Saturday 25 April

On Saturday members and guests were
treated to a very special demo of horse
painting by James Power. James has spent his
life working with and painting horses,and isa #
member of the Society of Equestrian Artists,
and gives many demonstrations of his
techniques of horse and landscape painting to
art groups in the area.

He did two demos - the first was a quick
guide to the correct proportions to creating
a successful horse profile. The main session
was a recreation of Alfred Munnings’ The Grey
Horse - a painting started in 1913 and

finished in 1924, which hangs in the Munnngs
Art Museum at Dedham.

For many of us it was a revelation to see the
visual explanation of the ‘rule of seven’
proportions used in creating the initial
drawing. | for one, will be investigating this
approach in future!
